Lent is the traditional time to pay “Parish Dues.”
Dues may be paid at the rectory during
regular business hours.

If you are not registered in our parish, you may do
so by visiting the office or calling the rectory.
Parish membership affords a person “Parishioner
Status” when seeking documents to serve as a
“sponsor”, allows for the correct TAX
documentation when needed, and, most
importantly, is an outward expression of a
person’s support or OLMC.

Sen. Citizen (70+) & Young Adult (18-30) $ 5.00




The Holy Season of Lent has begun.
The following are the regulations concerning the Lenten season:
1. The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent are Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.
The other Fridays of Lent are days of Abstinence. On a day of Fast, only one (1) full meal is
permitted. (Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast.)
On a day of Abstinence, no meat may be eaten. (Those who have reached the age of 14 are
obliged by the law of abstinence.)

2. The obligation to observe the laws of Fast and Abstinence “substantially”, or as a whole,
is a serious obligation.

3. The Fridays of the year, outside of Lent, are designated as days of penance, but each individual may substitute for
the traditional abstinence from meat some other practice of voluntary self-denial as penance.

4. The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter Duty*) extends from the First Sunday of Lent, Feb. 21, 2010 to
the Solemnity of the Holy Trinity, May 30, 2010.

*Canon 920, §1. Al the faithful, after they have been initiated into the Most Holy Eucharist, are bound by the

obligation of receiving Communion at least once a year.

REMEMBER

Once again the Church invites us to enter the
desert of repentance. That desert, as today’s first
reading reminds us, is also a Desert of Remembrance.
This holy season summons us to remember all that
God has done for us. Like the Israelites who recalled
their captivity and God’s work to free them from the
Egyptians, we, too, recall those times when we were
held captive by sin and experienced freedom through
the gift of God’s redeeming love.

Saint Paul tells us that the word of God is near
us; it is in our mouths and in our hearts. May that
sacred word prompt us to remember God’s great work
of reconciliation in our lives and in our community.
As this season of Lent unfolds, let us take to heart
these words of Saint Paul and spend these forty days
calling upon the name of the Lord, asking for
forgiveness and healing.
